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There’s a problem with my computer.
(It’s working OK now, I\/landy) & Who helped you yesterday, Mandy?
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Subject questions

helped Mandy?

What happened?

Which band sang ‘Take me out’?
Whose mobile phone has an MP3 player?
How many friends called you?

In subject questions, the wh- word is the subject of the verb.
The order of the question is subject + verb + object.

Notice the answer: Who helped Mandy? Robin. or Robin did.

Object questions

JOBECT  AUXILARY SUBECT  VERB(infinitive)

Who did Robin help?
What do you do?
Which band does Alex Kapranos sing with?
Whose mobile phone has the teacher found?
How many friends did you call?

In object questions, the wh- word is the object of the verb.
The order of the question is object + auxiliary + subject + verb.

Notice the answer: Who did Robin help? Mandy

Subject and object questions
Compare these subject and object questions:
subject -object
Cats eat birds. Cats eat birds .
What eats birds? Cclzts A M 10 cats eat? Birds .
Cclzts do.

Don't confuse subject and object questions:
X What-means—statement? + What does ‘statement’ mean?

We use a singular verb after who, what and whose in subject questions:

X Wholive-in-that-eld-house?2 « Who lives in that old house?
